The three-day fair, which started on Friday, offers many tour and travel 

packages as well as hotel promotions. 

It was launched by Tourism Ministry secretary-general Datuk Dr Ong 

Hong Peng. 

A total 150 booths have been taken up by travel and tour agents, national 

tourism organisations, state tourism development corporations, hotel and 

resorts, and other tourism-related companies. 

Some 30,000 people are expected to attend the fair during the weekend. 
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
